Climate Resilience & Biodiversity

for the Forest of Marston Vale. Coupled with the retention of trees and hedgerows where 
possible, this will contribute towards preventing and mitigating against climate change.

Electric Vehicle charging points and dwelling solar panels.

• The construction of the site will undertake a Fabric first approach to reduce CO2 emissions. 

• The site will incorporate energy efficiency strategies so as to promote adaptability 
and smarter choices for the present and the future. This will ensure a long-
term commitment to energy efficiency for the lifetime of the scheme.

• Sustainable Drainage Systems (SuDS) will provide sustainable storm water 
management and maximise available water resource from rainfall.

This will ensure a long-
term commitment to energy efficiency for the lifetime of the scheme.

Site Opportunities 

• Up to 115 residential dwellings (including 
a policy compliant level of affordable 
housing currently set at 40%;

• New family housing in a range of sizes and 
types, as well as smaller properties for younger 
people to get on the housing ladder.

• Economic benefits associated with new housing, 
which is particularly beneficial in addressing the 
trend of an ageing population in Uttlesford and will 
provide increased expenditure in the locality and wider 
area to the benefit of local businesses and the local 
economy. The Council will benefit from an increase 
in Council tax revenue and a New Homes Bonus.

• Provision of circa 3.3ha of on-site public open space 
(equating to around 50% of the total site area) including 

new footpath links to the existing network, and an 
equipped children’s play area, which will benefit 
new residents within the proposed development 
as well as existing residents in the local area. 

• Biodiversity improvements including gains 
in local habitats, provision of additional 
planting and managed green space and 
biodiverse sustainable drainage provision. 

• Significant new structural landscape planting which 
will provide an attractive landscaped settlement 
edge for Great Dunmow along The Broadway, and 
create a defined eastern edge to the development. 

• Access arrangements including an informal footpath/
cycle link and highway improvements to the Broadway; 
and a comprehensive surface water drainage scheme.
